Metallic oxide in tones such as brass, silver and platinum, as well as brushed aluminum and lead looks are collection highlights. Both patterns are available in each of the metallic tones. The large-format planks are particularly well-suited to the popular oak and rustic wood patterns. In order to achieve an even higher degree of realism, the patterns are stamped with characteristic grains, giving the floor coverings an even more natural wood-like texture. Along with exotically elegant wood looks such as mahogany, teak and rosewood, the collection encompasses traditional oak, beechwood, maple, cherry and birch. 


The Scala 100 collection offers more than just an excellent array of color and design. The premium-quality PUR Eco system provides for a particularly economical surface. The floor coverings are tempered with PUR upon installation, guaranteeing quick and easy cleaning – and lower maintenance costs.  This eliminates the need for any complicated initial maintenance procedures or time-consuming and costly periodic thorough cleanings. PUR renders the floor covering more resistant to soiling, scuffing and scratching – significantly increasing durability. 

Due to its excellent practical use characteristics, the Scala collection is frequently employed in the retail sector. Its extraordinary visual effects allow individual brand and corporate identities to be realized effectively. The robust, 1-mm-thick, transparent protective layer optimally shields the design layer below, making Scala 100 the perfect match for extremely demanding environments.
